90-DAY LIMITED WARRANTY:

MNintendo of America Inc. [""Nintendo") warrants to the original
consumer purchaser that this Nintendo Game Pak (“PAK") (not
including Game Pak Accessories or Robot Accessories) shall be
free from defects in material and workmanship for a period of
90 days from date of purchase, If a defect covered by this war-
ranty occurs during this 90-day warranty period, Nintendo will
repair or reaplace the PAK, at its option, free of charge.

To receive this warranty service:
1. DO NOT return your defective Game Pak to the retailer.

2. Notify the MNintendo Consumer Service Department
of the problem reguiring warranty service by calling:

Washington State (206) 882-2040. Our Consumer Service
Department is in operation from B:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M,
Pacific Time, Monday through Friday.

3. If the Mintendo service technician is unable to solve the
problem by phone, he will provide you with a Return
Authorization number. Simply record this number on the
outside packaging of your defective PAK, and return your
PAK freight prepaid, at your risk of damage, together with
your sales slip or similar proof-of-purchase within the 90-
day warranty period 1o:

This warranty shall not apply if the PAK has been damaged by
negligence, accident, unreasonable use, modification, tampering,
or by other causes unrelated to defective materials or workman-
shup.

REPAIRS AFTER EXPIRATION OF WARRANTY:

If the PAK develops a problem after the 90-day warranty period,
vou may contact the Mintendo Consumer Service Department
at the phone number noted above. If the Nintendo service tech-
nician is unable to solve the problem by phona, he may provide
you with 8 Return Authorization number. You may then record
this number on the outside packaging of the dofective PAK and
return the defective PAK freight prepaid to Nintendo, enclosing
a check or money order for $10.00 payable to Nintendo of
America Inc. Mintendo will, atr its option, subject to the condi-
tions above, repair the PAK or replace it with a new or repaired
PAK.
